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Camp Code of Conduct

1. Parents must sign their child in and out of camp each day.

2. Children must be properly registered in order to attend Camp.

3. Children are not permitted to leave camp early without prior written parental permission.

4. Persons that sign children out of camp must provide picture ID.

5. Campers must stay with their leader in assigned areas.

6. Camper must have permission from leader to leave the group for any reason, at any time.

7. Campers will show courtesy to fellow campers and leaders.

8. Campers must use appropriate language and gestures.  No swearing or name calling.

9. Campers are expected to participate in all activities unless medically excused.

10. Campers are not allowed to have guests during camp.  *They may utilize the Stay & Play program after being signed out of camp for that day.

11. Campers must obey leaders and rules at all times.

12. Campers must respect City property and the property of others.  Stealing will not be tolerated.

13. Campers ae expected to clean up after themselves; cleaning up their area before going on to the next activity.

14. Campers must keep hands, feet, and objects to themselves.  Absolutely NO FIGHTING OR ROUGH-HOUSING!

15. Campers may not bring personal items from home, including toys, weapons, electronics, games, valuables, etc.  Staff is not responsible for lost or stolen items, including money.

16. Failure to obey above rules may result in suspension from camp.

17. There will be no refunds for field trips that campers miss due to inappropriate behavior or tardiness.

18. Late fees of $5 per 15 minutes will be assessed after 5:30pm.  Your child(ren) will not be allowed in to camp until accrued late fees have been paid in full.
